For over 

twenty years, Keep Georgia Beautiful has worked with private sponsors to organize this recycling event.  Statewide 

sponsors include The Home Depot, The Davey Tree Expert Company and WXIA-TV.  Here in Rome, we make a big 

deal about Bring One for the Chipper and involve local volunteers as well as our Municipal Arborist and UGA Extension 

Agent to encourage participants to plant a seedling and come out and ask any tree questions they may have.  We havenõt 

chipped a tree in years!  All the fishermen come out and load up the trees to sink in ponds and lakes.  And before we 

get our Christmas decorations down, it will be time to plan for Arbor Day!  Itõs been a great GUFC year ð enjoy the 

season!

This was the second UFST mock exercise to provide 

incorporation of in-state mutual aid and inter-state 

Emergency Management Assistance Compact (EMAC) 

resource deployment components (VDOF hosted the 

first in Virginia Beach in 2013).   

UFSTs are composed of state forestry agency-certified 

arborists and urban foresters, municipal and private 

arborists, and extension urban foresters trained to 

make urban tree risk and damage assessments

This initiative, started by the Southern Group of State 

Foresters in 2007, involves recruiting, training and deploying professional urban foresters and arborists to assess tree 

damage using FEMA guidelines and current tree risk management standards. Strike team members attend multiπday 

training workshops and obtain continuing education via webinar, eπLearning, and/or state sponsored disaster training 

scenarios like this one in Savannah. ).  Currently the UFST program has: 36 Team Leaders, 216 Task Specialists, and 16 

UFST Instructors.
